Autopsy
All autopsies will take a place at JKU Pathology Dept. Autopsy room – a neighboring building next to main didactic center in Radiowa St., Kielce (on ground floor)
JKU staff will provide the protective single –use aprons, gloves and masks as well. The students’ space possesses a changing room, toilet and bathroom.  
The typical autopsy has the following  stages :  the medical files examination, an external corpse examination,  an internal examination, a microscopic examination, conclusions and finally writing an autopsy report.

All students are pleased to keep  adequate respect and dignity for human corpse. 
All way of autopsy recording is absolutely  banned. 
After body examination the all protective items should be placed to a red-bag basket due to biohazard. 
The general rules of course
	The lectures will take classical form with digital tissue e-slides presentation.

Classes activities are split up to: 

· Short test (quiz form) with one or two questions given. The result is positive or negative. Student who failed that test must pass that during next class.
· Students’ activity time - a slide presentation (Power Point) with duration about 1h. Here, the most important topic issues should be presented. That is a seminary  where a teacher works as moderator only. The presentation must be based on main textbook, no web available data. 
· 5 min cafe-break

· Practical activity – e-slides PathXL presentation - the teacher’s part.  This part is devoted to ability of histopathological tissue examination.  The pressure will be put on cancers, TNM rules, additional technics available and dedicated. 
The final exam could be taken by students who successfully passed all required partial tests such as four classes tests and two lectures tests. Additionally, student who missed 3 or more classes (the unexcused absences)  cannot take the exam. It results a lack of course credit and will be immediately announced to the Dean. 
Please note, we accept only official excuses.  

Partial tests will be done with the use of the digital platform PathXL. 
Student who failed the short class test and did not pass that cannot take the partial test. 

Class content test
Here is planned 50 questions covering practical skills and also theoretical  knowledge. 30 questions are purely theoretical (traditional one-choice test with 5 answers given) and 20 questions based on the digital slides, where helpful annotations are visible for students, and dedicated to e-slide question (also test form).  Test duration  – 50 minutes. The results will be visible in pdf generated file immediately after finishing the test.
All partial tests retakes take a place at the end of semesters.

Students could take a demo-version of the test.
That test checks out student’s ability to practical pathology and microscopic features. 
Lecture content – there is planned two semester tests on  PathXL application. Questions number is 50; there are planned only the theoretical questions.
The final exam  - 100 theoretical (so slides) one-choice questions will be given. The exam duration – 90 minutes. 

The students get full access to PathXL and all slides.

Whole course required knowledge is based on full version- V. Kumar, A. K. Abbas, J. C. Aster. Robbins and Cotran Pathologic Basis of Disease. IX or Xth Edition, Elsevier.  
Grading criteria are in concordance with syllabus are presented as follow:
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The difficulty level of the used questions.

30% easy, 30% medium level , 40% difficult
Special award for the best students – students who reached median grade from six partial tests 4.5 or more can take exam in the 0 term.
All unexcused absence on final exam results negative grade.
